I will make up a missed lesson (during the current week only) if at all possible with my schedule.   In the event of snow cancelations, or if I am sick, there will be a group make-up lesson.  In the interest of fairness, please note that  I do not receive holiday or sick or vacation pay.   : )

Arrival/ Departure
· Students who arrive late will still be expected to leave 30 minutes after their originally scheduled lesson time (i.e. Lesson 5:00-5:30, arrive 5:10, will still depart 5:30).

· Pick-up and drop off:  Parents may wait outside in the car or come in to retrieve or leave their child.  All students must be picked up on time.
